Credit Card Fraud

On Wednesday, April 26th,
Officer Said Hilowle spoke
with a person about a credit
card theft. The man told Ofc.
Hilowle that he had crashed his
bicycle last Sunday, and when
he awoke, his bicycle and wallet
were missing. Today, he was
informed that his credit card
had been used at a local motel.
Ofc. Hilowle contacted the
motel and was told the credit
card had been used by a female
to rent a room, that she had
used a fictitious name, and was
still at the motel. Officers
Matt Shuda, Josh Alexan-
der and Sarah Tollefson
joined Ofc. Hilowle at the mo-
tel, where they met with two
persons in the suspect room.
The female occupant, Deanna

Keller, 31, told officers she had
been given the credit card.
Officers also saw the missing
bicycle in the room. The male
occupant, Trevor St. Martin,
38, told officers he found the
bike on the side of the road,

no one was around, so he took
it. Both Keller and St. Martin
were arrested without incident.
Keller was charged with Finan-
cial Transaction Card Fraud. St.
Martin was charged with Re-

ceiving Stolen Property.

The Cannon River Drug and
Violent Offender Task
Force agents were preparing
to execute a search warrant at
a local motel on Thursday,
April 27th. They were assisted
by Officers Karl Willers,
John Gramling, Josh Sjodin,
Ben Johns, Allen Anderson
and Sergeant Matt Long.
While officers were surveilling
the motel, they observed three
males leave the building and
drive away in a vehicle also
covered by the search warrant.
Ofc. Willers stopped the vehi-

cle, and could see drug para-
phernalia in plain view. While
searching the occupants, Ofc.
Willers found four shotgun
shells in a coat pocket of Brett
Warner, 28. He also found a
plastic container of suspected
methamphetamine in another
pocket. Warner was arrested,
and officers found a loaded
handgun inside Warner’s pants.
Warner was charged with 3rd
degree Controlled Substances
and Felon in Possession of a
Firearm. His bail was set at

$75,000 with conditions.

DWI Arrest

On Sunday, April 22nd, Offic-
ers Karl Willers, Ben Johns
and John Gramling respond-
ed to a reported vehicle colli-
sion. On arrival, Ofc. Willers
saw a male in the roadway
picking up debris. The male
gave Ofc. Willers varying an-
swers to his questions, and
appeared to be under the in-
fluence. Two witnesses told
Ofc. Johns they had seen the
vehicle driving at a high rate of
speed before striking a parked
vehicle. They also saw a male

get out of the driver’s seat of
the crashed vehicle, and point-
ed out the male standing in
the street. The suspect, Scott
Helgeson, 23, refused to com-
plete field sobriety tests and
was arrested. At the jail,
Helgeson refused to submit to
a breath test. He was trans-
ported to a detox facility and
later to jail. He was charged
with 3rd degree DWI and
released on his own recogni-
zance by the court.
