The Minnesota Coalition for 

Battered Women released its 

2017 Femicide Report on Tues-

day, January 30th. The annual 

report lists those killed in the 

past year due to domestic vio-

lence in Minnesota. In 2017, at 

least 19 women were mur-

dered by a current or former 

husband, boyfriend, or male 
intimate partner. At least five 

friends, family members or 

bystanders were murdered in 

domestic violence situations. 

Additionally, at least 12 minor 

children were left motherless 

due to domestic violence mur-

ders.
