Domestic Assault Arrest 

On Thursday, August 2nd, 

Officers Allen Anderson, 

Mallory House, Scott Dun-

can, Sarah Tollefson  and 

RCSO Deputy Daryl Mador  

responded to a reported do-

mestic assault.
